“MAKS 2011” Organizing Committee Meeting
The meeting of the Organizing Committee on Preparation and Holding of the 10th International Aviation and Space Salon “MAKS 2011” was held in Moscow on March 22d. It was chaired by Victor Khristenko, Minister of Industry and Trade of the Russian Federation.

During the Organizing Committee meeting, the following key issues have been reviewed: preparation of the exhibition complex for holding the Salon, formation of the exhibition, business and flight programs, security assurance and access mode procedure.

Vladimir Borisov, Director General of Aviasalon JSC, noted that the anniversary 10th Salon MAKS 2011 will be held in the year of honoring the century of the Russian aviation and the 50th anniversary of the first manned space flight. These outstanding events will be reflected in the exposition, and the retrospective review of national aviation and space technology development will become one of the elements of the exhibition complex design.
The tradition of holding the Official Delegations Day will be continued at MAKS 2011. On this day, the country’s leaders and the heads of official delegations will get acquainted with the exposition. Therefore, only exhibitors, negotiating parties, accredited mass media representatives and guests having passes authorized by the Organizing Committee will be admitted to the exhibition territory on August 16, the first day of the Salon.

On August 17-18, the most favorable working conditions for experts, business visitors and mass-media representatives will be created. The extensive business program numbering about 20 congress events is planned. The main part of these events will be held in the territory of Transport Exhibition Center “Russia”. While conducting business events, the flight demonstration program will be shortened as it was during the previous salon.

On August 19, 20 and 21, an aviation festival, which this year coincides with the Russian Air Fleet Day (third Sunday of August), will take place. Traditionally, the flight program will include the demonstration of the advanced civil and military aviation equipment, as well as the performance of air display teams. Currently, 18 Russian and 3 foreign aircrafts have already been registered to take part in the exhibition. Participation of the “Rus” aerobatic team and the aerobatic teams of the Russian Air Force has been preliminary confirmed, negotiations with the foreign teams Patrouille de France (France) and Patrulla Águila (Spain), as well as with “Airbus” and “The Boeing Company” are under way. The extensive exposition of the United States Air Force will be presented at the static display. Cultural and entertaining activities are set to be held.
The air show management team performed the work regarding improvement of the transport accessibility. Four independent traffic routes from Moscow will be organized. A carpool parking lot at Bykovo will be arranged for automobile owners; the parking lot in the territory of the Gromov Flight Research Institute will be increased up to 10 thousand places. Three checkpoints are being organized to provide access to the exhibition complex territory.
In the process of MAKS 2011 preparation, special attention is paid to public safety assurance. The Ministry of the Interior of Russia will organize the work of a temporary emergency response center responsible for ensuring order and public safety.
INFORMATION ON MAKS 2011 PREPARATION
Exhibition Program
Formation of exhibits that will be presented at the Salon is in progress. 85% of indoor exhibition area, which is more than 28,000 sq.m., was booked by March 22d. Besides, the outdoor area of over 3,400 sq.m. was booked. Exhibitors and group organizers continue sending applications for participation in MAKS 2011.

The leading aerospace industry enterprises have already booked exhibition space to display their exhibits at the Salon. Some regions organize group participation of enterprises: Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Samara Region, OJSC “Corporation for Development of the Ulyanovsk Region”. Negotiations with the authorities of the Lipetsk Region, the Perm Territory, the Republic of Tatarstan are under way.
Formation of the foreign exposition is nearly complete, 95% of the exhibition area offered to foreign companies has been booked. Leading aerospace industry enterprises from 30 countries have entered into lease contracts. Nine national pavilions have been organized.

Business Program
Scientific conferences and symposiums are an integral part of the MAKS 2011 program. The major part of the business program events will be held at the Conference Center MAKS 2011. The following events have already been announced:

Flight Program
Aviasalon JSC and the Flight and Research Institute named after Gromov organize the carrying out of the flight program. The airdrome is expected to be prepared for the flights within the framework of the flight program by August 2011. Upgrade of the expensive radio and lighting equipment is planned.

The flight program is being formed. Responses of the foreign aerobatic teams concerning their participation in the show are expected to be received by the end of March. The preliminary agreement for participation of the aerobatic team “Rus” has been reached. Negotiations on the format of the Russian Air Force participation are under way.

A large exposition of the United States Air Force military airplanes will be presented at the static display. F-15E Strike Eagle, an American jet fighter, will take part in the flight program. Antonov aircrafts, AgustaWestland helicopters, the Czech aircraft L-410UVP-20, and some other planes are expected to take part in the air show. Negotiations on exhibiting Boeing, Airbus, Embraer airliners, as well as business aviation airplanes are in progress.
